We need you to:
�� have personal experience of adoption, either

you are adopted or someone in your close
family was adopted (at least 3 years ago) 

�� be over 21 years old 
�� have an enhanced Criminal Records Bureau

check and personal references 
�� attend a panel for one day each month and

another day to read panel reports.
�� attend two days training each year 
�� keep information confidential
